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Word Equations

Convert the following word equations to symbol equations. Be sure to balance the equation as well. 

1. Calcium chloride reacts with ammonium hydroxide to yield calcium hydroxide and ammonium chloride. 

2. Magnesium reacts with sulfur to produce magnesium sulfide. 

3. Ammonium fluoride reacts with iodine to form ammonium iodide and fluoride gas.

4. Silver sulfide reacts with hydrochloric acid to produce silver chloride and hydrogen sulfide.

5. Aluminum chloride breaks down to form aluminum and chlorine gas.

6. Lead (II) hydroxide plus sulfuric acid produces lead (II) sulfate plus water.

7. Magnesium carbonate reacts with phosphoric acid to produce magnesium phosphate and hydrogen carbonate (aka carbonic acid).

9. NH3 + HCl ------->  NH4Cl

10. Pb(ClO3)2 + Na2S -----------> PbS + 2NaClO3
